THE EDUCATION AND RESEARCH INSTITUTE OF
MECHATRONICS AND MANAGEMENT SYSTEMS

The Education and Research Institute of Mechatronics and
Management Systems (ERI MMS) is located in one of the most
beautiful buildings of our city at 45, Moskovskyi Prospect. The
building was erected in 1887 and is considered to be an architec-
tural monument. ERI MMS is of the same age as the University
itself. It is this Institute that was the basis for creating other fac-
ulties.

Since 2009 the faculty has been headed by Associate Profes-
sor S.0. Kharchenko, Candidate of Technical Sciences.

The Institute consists of six departments: Agricultural Machin-
ery; Tractors and Automobiles; Optimization of Technological Sys-
tems named after T.P. Yevsiukov; Economic Activity Safety; Phys-
ical Training and Sports; Quality, Standardization and Certification.
It also includes two research laboratories, the training center of
agricultural machinery as well as the certified test center of mo-
bile and agricultural machinery. The central library is located on
the territary of the Institute.

More than 750 students are trained at the Institute. Students
are trained in compliance with such educational qualifications as
Bachelor, Specialist and Master. The Institute has postgraduate
and doctoral courses. Students have an opportunity to receive a
driving license, master the communicative competence of English
and acquire a military profession according to the training pro-
gram for reserve officers of the Armed Forces of Ukraine.

The educational research staff comprises 133 people, 53 of
whom are doctors and candidates of sciences. The Institute has
an experimental field and subsidiary branch on the experimental
farm "Kutuzivka" in Kharkiv region.

After graduating from the University our students receive the
Certificate of entrepreneur which enables them to start their own
business. Students have an opportunity to gain their practical
training on farms of Great Britain, Denmark, Germany, France,
Poland, Switzerland, and the Netherlands.
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
